Dear friends,

Now that the Christmas season has concluded, we return to the Church’s Liturgical season called
Tempus per Annum, literally, the Time through the Year (and also called Ordinary Time). During this
season, we do not celebrate any particular event in the life of Our Lord Jesus (such as we do at
Christmas, Easter, etc.). Rather, we accompany Him through His public ministry as He preaches,
teaches, heals, and forgives sins.

On this Second Sunday of the Year, we are presented with Our Lord’s first miracle at the wedding of
Cana. We see Jesus’ divine power- He is able to change water into wine. At the same time, we see
Mary’s motherly care. It is because of her that Jesus performs this miracle. Because she believed that
Jesus could do it and instructs His disciples to trust in Him, He performs this miracle and people begin
to believe in Him. We see again here that the Blessed Virgin Mary’s only role is to lead all people to
her divine Son, Jesus Christ, the Lord. As our Mother, she continues to tell us as she did His disciples:
“Do whatever He tells you!” Let us listen to her maternal guidance and receive her motherly love so
that we may do the Lord’s will in all things.

This coming Wednesday, I depart for vacation. I’ll be away for 10 days. There are several Priests who
have generously agreed to serve you in my absence, and I am grateful for their help. Please notice that
there will be no Mass celebrated on Thursday, January 21 or Tuesday, January 26.

Please continue to pray for the success of our search for a new principal of St. Peter School starting
next year. Trusting that God will provide for our needs, let us implore Him to make things possible for
those thinking of applying and to give them courage to do so.

Let us also continue to beg the Lord in prayer for more servants from our parish who will give the
Lord one hour per week to adore Him in the Most Blessed Sacrament. Our Divine Mercy Chapel is in
need of more Adorers, and I am certain that the Lord is calling some of us who don’t already spend
time in Adoration to open our hearts to His love in His Holy presence. How could giving one hour do
any harm?
