One of the most important events to happen in nearly 50 years for the Church in the United States is 
the introduction of the New Roman Missal. It’s an opportunity for Catholics to deepen our 
understanding and love of the Holy Mass and have a more intimate appreciation of the prayers we 
pray, sing or hear. St. Peter Church has taken the following steps to help prepare the way for the 
implementation of the 3rd edition of the Roman Missal: 

• The detailed revised texts for the people’s parts have been (and are) available on the parish’s 
website. 

• Fr. Vidrine led four sessions addressing the main questions: What is the Roman Missal?, What is 
the reason for changing it?, What is changing for us? Handouts were made available.  

• For the past eight months, the Sunday Bulletins included various articles about the changes. 

• Beginning the second week of October, the new texts and music for the Gloria, the Holy Holy, Holy 
(Sanctus) the Memorial Acclamation and the Lamb of God were introduced at Holy Mass. 

• Pew Cards have been placed in the pews providing the revised texts for all the parts shared by the 
people. These cards should remain in the pews to assist with the singing and also allow the 
assembly to see some of the changes to the prayers. 

• Beginning next Saturday…November 26th, 2011 – We officially begin! 

It will take some time for all of us to get used to the adjustments. Ongoing catechesis about the new 
translation will be necessary.  

As we make this transition, let us pray, asking that He who alone is holy may make us holy and 
worthy, so that we may celebrate the Holy Mass with grater reverence and devotion. 

Let us pray: Almighty and Eternal God, to whom we lift our voices and hearts in worship, generously 
send your blessing, we humbly pray, upon us as we receive the new Roman Missal, so that the prayers 
we voice may truly express what we believe, and lead those who speak them and those who hear them 
to render you more reverent service at the Holy Eucharist and to show greater love for our brothers 
and sisters trough Christ our Lord. Amen.
