Dear friends, 
 
On this Third Sunday of the Year, we are reminded of the importance of two things: the value of life 
and the Church’s mission to create a Culture of Life as well as the hard work of Ecumenism and the 
Church’s obligation to work so that all who believe in Christ are united in His truth.  
 
First, we see the great need to continue to fight against what Pope John Paul II called the Culture of 
Death that seems to be growing stronger by the day.  The many attacks against the value of life and the 
dignity of the human person are an abomination against God and the goodness of His creation. This 
Monday, January 23, 2012, hundreds of thousands of people will march peacefully and prayerfully on 
our capital in Washington, D.C., in the annual March for Life, calling for our government to overturn 
the unjust Supreme Court decision of Roe vs Wade that has permitted millions of innocent children to 
be brutally murdered through abortion. Think about so many mothers and fathers of those aborted 
children who continue to suffer the effects of this evil. In all the dioceses of the United States, 
January 23, is observed as a particular day of penance for violations to the dignity of the human 
person committed through acts of abortion, and of prayer for the full restoration of the legal 
guarantee of the right to life. It’s a day of fast and abstinence. In addition to prayer, we will have 
the baby bottle campaign next weekend (January 28-29) to aid the Women’s Center and Marguerite 
d’Youville Home in Lafayette, which is on the front lines of helping to support, encourage, and uphold 
the dignity of life for those with troubled pregnancies.  
 
Secondly, today we observe Ecumenical Sunday. The Church’s work of ecumenism is based in the 
High Priestly prayer of Jesus to His Father, “that they may be one.” (John 17:11).  We continue to pray 
and work toward that unity that Christ demands for His body, the Church. Over the past few weeks, 
history has been made in our country in the work of Ecumenism. The Anglican Ordinariate for the 
USA was established by our Holy Father Pope Benedict in response to his invitation to Anglicans to 
come back into full communion with the Church. In the coming months, it is expected that many 
hundreds of Anglicans will follow those  who have already come into the Catholic Church. United 
with Pope Benedict as our shepherd, we too make the firm commitment to do what we can to bring all 
who believe in Christ back into the unity of His Church.
